President Bush vetoed the Labor, Health and Human Services and Education (LHHS) appropriations bill (H.R. 3043) yesterday. The bill is now back in the hands of Congress. 

If you support the National Institutes of Health (NIH) and National Center for Health Statistics (NCHS), please contact your Representative and Senators immediately and urge them to override the veto of the LHHS appropriations bill. The override vote is expected to take place tomorrow.

If your Representative or Senators are Republican, it is especially important to contact them.  

Congress agreed to a 3.1% increase for the NIH and a 6.6% increase for the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (which houses NCHS) in the LHHS conference report. Help secure these vital increases in funding at the NIH and CDC by calling or sending an email to your representatives and senators now!
